
Story: “God’s Dream” by Archbishop Desmond Tutu
Materials Needed:

● Book “God’s Dream”
● People shapes
● Markers
● An area to set up as a neighborhood

Read the Book
Encourage the children to sit in a knee to knee circle to read the book together and answer
questions. Read the storybook “God’s Dream,” and once done ask::

What happened in the story?
What does God dream about?
How can you be a part of God’s dream?

Say: God dreams that everyone everywhere will love each other, be kind to one another, and to
let the light of God shine through them. This starts first in our hearts, and then in our families,
into our neighborhoods, and beyond. Shine away, and be a part of God’s Dream of love.

Get to it!

Say: Today we are going to add on to our neighborhood by including people. Who are the

people in your family and in your neighborhood?

What to do: Decorate your people and add them to the neighborhood.

Pray it out!
